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What Can I Do to Reinforce What My Child Is Learning at School?
· Listen to your child read our phonics and decodable readers daily.

· Ask your child to practice reading the magnetic words daily.

· Encourage your child to use our vocabulary in sentences.

· Ask your child to practice writing letters, numbers, his/her name, words, or sentences.

· Help your child do the activities in the reading “Family Times” that you get each week.

· Read to your child regularly and let your child see you enjoying reading. Make regular visits to the library for your child to select books to read.

· Incorporate counting and other math skills into family activities.
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
